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Full text of the A1 Constitution – as 
amended 

‘The Most Glorious People’s Republic of A1 Constitution Act’ 

An act to constitute the Most Glorious People’s Republic of A1 
[30th December 2007] 

Whereas the people of A1, have agreed to unite in one indissoluble Most Glorious People’s Republic, 
and under the Constitution hereby established; 
 
Be it therefore enacted by our Most Glorious Chairman, as follows: 
 
1. This Act may be cited as the ‘Most Glorious People’s Republic of A1 Constitution 
Act’. 
 
2. The provisions of this Act referring to the Chairman shall extend to our Most Glorious Chairman’s 
heirs and successors 
 
3. It shall be lawful for the Chairman, to declare by proclamation that, on and after a day therein 
appointed, not being later that one week after the passing of this Act, the people of A1, and also, 
shall be united in a Most Glorious People’s Republic under the name of: ‘The Most Glorious Republic 
of A1’. 
 
4. The Republic shall be established, and the Constitution of the Republic shall take effect, on and 
after the day so appointed. 
 
5. This Act, and all laws made by the Congress of the Republic under the Constitution, shall be 
binding on the courts, judges, and people of every Protectorate and of every part of the Republic, 
notwithstanding anything in the laws of any Protectorate 
 
6. “The Republic” shall mean the Most Glorious Republic of A1 as established under this Act. 
 
“The Protectorates” shall mean such of the Protectorates of B31 and A2, as for the time being are 
parts of the Republic, and such colonies or territories as may be admitted into or established by the 
Republic as Protectorates; and each of such parts of the Republic shall be called “a Protectorate”. 
 
“Original Protectorates” shall mean such Protectorates as are parts of the Republic at its 
establishment. 
 
“The Congress” shall mean the People’s Congress of the Republic 
 
7. The Constitution of the Republic shall be as follows: 
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Chapter 1 – The Government 

I - General 
1. The legislative power of the Republic shall be vested in a Federal Parliament-like entity, which 
shall consist of the Chairman, and a People’s Congress, and which is herein-after called “The 
Congress,” or “The People’s Congress of the Republic.” 
 
2. An Envoy, appointed by the Chairman, shall be Her Gloriousness’s representative in any territory 
other than the Protectorates, and shall have and may exercise functions and powers in the territory 
during the Chairman’s pleasure, but subject to this Constitution, such powers and functions of the 
Chairman as Her Gloriousness may be pleased to assign to them. 
 
3. The Chairman may appoint such times for holding the sessions of the Congress as he/she thinks 
fit, and may also from time to time, by Proclamation or otherwise, prorogue the Congress, and may 
in like manner, dissolve the People’s Congress. 
 
A general election shall be held every year, as nominated by the current Chairman of the Executive 
Government. 
 
After any general election the Congress shall be summoned to meet not later than thirty days after 
the day appointed for the return of the writs. The Congress shall be summoned to meet not later 
than two months after the establishment of the Republic. 
 
4. There shall be a session of the Congress three times at least in every year 

II - The People’s Congress 
5. The People’s Congress shall be composed of all citizens, unless an even number of citizens exists 
 
Where there is an even number of citizens, one citizen shall be elected to remain out of the People’s 
Congress until an odd number of citizens is attained 
 
6. The qualification of persons to become a Member of the Congress, shall be decided by their 
citizenship 
 
All persons are entitled to become a Member of Congress, except where the person is not a citizen 
of A1 
 
7. The Congress of the Republic may make laws prescribing the method of choosing members of the 
Executive Government and the Chairman 
 
8. If the place of a Member of Congress becomes vacant, the seat shall remain vacant until another 
citizen fills its place 
 
9. Congress shall, before proceeding to the despatch of any other business, choose a Member of the 
Congress to be to President of Congress; and as often as the office of President becomes vacant 
Congress shall again choose a Member of the Congress to be the President.  
 
The President shall cease to hold his office if they cease to be a Member of the Congress. They may 
be removed from office by a vote of Congress, or they may resign their office or seat by writing 
addressed to the Chairman. 
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10. Until the Congress otherwise provides, the presence of at least one-half of the whole number of 
the Members of the Congress shall be necessary to constitute a meeting of Congress for the exercise 
of its powers. 
 
11. Questions arising in Congress shall be determined by a majority of votes, and each Member of 
the Congress shall have one vote. The President shall in all cases be entitled to a vote 
 
12. There must always remain an odd number of Members of the Congress 
 
13. Any person who 
(i.) Is under any acknowledgement of allegiance, obedience, or adherence to a 
foreign power, or is a subject or a citizen or entitled to the rights & 
privileges of a subject or citizen of a hostile foreign power: or 
 
(ii.) Is attained of treason, or has been convicted and is under sentence, or 
subject to be sentenced, for any offence punishable under the law of the 
Republic by imprisonment for one year or longer: or  
 
(iii.) Is an undischarged bankrupt or insolvent: or  
 
 (iv.) Has any direct or indirect pecuniary interest in any agreement with the 
Public Service of the Republic otherwise than as a member and in common 
with the other members of an incorporated company consisting of more than 
twenty-five persons: 
 
Shall be incapable of being chosen or of sitting as a Member of the Congress. 
 
14. If a Member of the Congress 
(i.) Becomes subject to any of the disabilities mentioned in the last preceding 
section: or  
 
(ii.) Takes the benefit, whether by assignment, composition, or otherwise, of 
any law relating to bankrupt or insolvent debtors: or  
 
(iii.) Directly or indirectly takes or agrees to take any fee or honorarium for 
services rendered to the Republic, or for services rendered in the 
Congress to any person or Protectorate: 
 
Their place shall thereupon become vacant. 

III - Powers of the People’s Congress 
15. The Congress shall, subject to this Constitution, have power to make 
laws for the peace, order, and good government of the Republic with respect 
to: 
(i.) Trade and commerce with other countries, and among the Protectorates: 
 
(ii.) Taxation; but so as not to discriminate between Protectorates or parts of Protectorates: 
 
(iii.) Bounties on the production or export of goods, but so that such bounties shall be uniform 
throughout the Republic:

(iv.) Borrowing money on the public credit of the Republic:  
 
(v.) Postal, telegraphic, telephonic, and other like services:  
 
(vi.) The naval and military defence of the Republic and of the Protectorates, and the control of the 
forces to execute and maintain the laws of the Republic.  
 
(vii.) Lighthouses, lightships, beacons and buoys: 
 
(viii.) Astronomical and meteorological observations: 
 
(ix.) Quarantine: 
 
(x.) Fisheries in A1 waters beyond territorial limits: 
 
(xi.) Census and statistics: 
 
(xii.) Currency, coinage, and legal tender: 
 
(xiii.) Banking: 
 
(xiv.) Insurance: 
 
(xv.) Weights and measures: 
 
(xvi.) Bills of exchanging and promissory notes:  
 
(xvii.) Bankruptcy and insolvency:  
 
(xviii.) Copyrights, patents of inventions and designs, and trade marks:  
 
(xix.)Naturalisation and aliens:  
 
(xx.) Foreign corporations and trading or financial corporations formed within the limits of the 
Republic:  
 
(xxi.) Marriage:  
 
(xxii.) Divorce and matrimonial causes; and in relation thereto, parental rights, and the custody and 
guardianship of infants:  
 
(xxiii.) Invalid and old-age pensions:  
 
(xxiii.) The provision of maternity allowances, widows’ pensions, child endowment, unemployment, 
pharmaceutical, sickness and hospital benefits, medical and dental services (but not so as to 
authorise any form of civil conscription), benefits to students and family allowances:  
 
(xxiv.) The service and execution throughout the Republic of the civil and criminal process and the 
judgments of the courts:

(xxv.) The recognition throughout the Republic of the laws, the public Acts and records, and the 
judicial proceedings of the courts:  
 
(xxvi.) The people of any race, for whom it is deemed necessary to make special laws:  
 
(xxvii.) Immigration and emigration:  
 
(xxviii.) The influx of criminals:  
 
(xxix.) External Affairs:  
 
(xxx.) The relations of the Republic with other nations:  
 
(xxxi.) The acquisition of property on just terms from any Protectorate or person for any purpose in 
respect of which the Congress has power to make laws:  
 
(xxxii.) The control of railways with respect to transport for the naval and military purposes of the 
Republic:  
 
(xxxiii.) The acquisition of any infrastructure on terms arranged between the Republic and the 
Protectorate:  
 
(xxxiv.) Infrastructure construction and extension in any Protectorate with the consent of that 
Protectorate:  
 
(xxxv.) Conciliation and arbitration for the prevention and settlement of industrial disputes:  
 
(xxxvi.) Matters in respect of which this Constitution makes provision until the Congress otherwise 
provide:  
 
(xxxvii.) Matters referred to the Congress of the Republic by the government of any Protectorate or 
Protectorates, but so that the law shall extend only to Protectorates by whose governments the 
matter is referred, or which afterwards adopt the law:  
 
 (xxxviii.) Matters incidental to the execution of any power vested by this Constitution in the 
Congress, or in the Executive Government of the Republic, or in the Federal Judicature, or in any 
department or officer of the Republic. 
 
16. The Congress shall, subject to this Constitution, have exclusive power to make laws for the 
peace, order, and good government of the Republic with respect to ; 
 
(i.) The seat of government of the Republic, and all places acquired by the 
Republic for public purposes:  
 
(ii.) Matters relating to any department of the public service the control of which is by this 
Constitution transferred to the government or the Republic:  
 
(iii.) Other matters declared by this Constitution to be within the exclusive power of the Congress. 
 
17. Laws imposing taxation shall deal only with the imposition of taxation, and any provision therein 
dealing with any other matter shall be of no effect. 
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Laws imposing taxation except laws imposing duties of customs or of excise shall deal with one 
subject of taxation only; but laws imposing duties of customs shall deal with duties of customs only, 
and laws imposing duties of excise shall deal with duties of excise only. 
 
18. When a proposed law passed by Congress is presented to the Chairman for the Chairman’s 
assent, they shall declare, according to their discretion, but subject to this Constitution, that they 
assent in the Chairman’s name, or that they withhold assent, or that they reserve the law for the 
Chairman’s pleasure.  
 
The Chairman may return to the Congress, any proposed law so presented to them, and may 
transmit therewith any amendments which they may recommend, and the Congress may deal with 
the recommendation. 
 
19. The Chairman may disallow any law within one year from the Chairman’s assent, and such 
disallowance on being made known by the Chairman by speech or message to the Congress, or by 
Proclamation, shall annul the law from the day when the disallowance is so made known. 
 
20. A proposed law reserved for the Chairman’s pleasure shall not have any force unless and until 
within two years from the day on which it was presented to the Chairman for the Chairman’s assent 
the Chairman makes known, by speech or message to the Congress, or by Proclamation, that it has 
received the Chairman’s assent. 

Chapter 2 – The Executive Government 
 
21. The executive power of the Republic is vested in the Chairman and is exercisable by the 
Chairman, and extends to the execution and maintenance of this Constitution, and of the laws of the 
Republic. 
 
22. The leader of the political party holding 50 per cent of the vote in People’s Congress elections 
shall be elected to occupy and take the title of Chairman of the Most Glorious People’s Republic of 
A1. 
 
23. The Chairman may appoint officers to administer such departments of State of the Republic as 
the Chairman may establish. 
 
Such officers shall hold office during the pleasure of the Chairman. 
 
They shall be members of the People’s Congress, and shall be the Chairman’s Ministers of State for 
the Republic. After the first general election no Minister of State shall hold office for a longer period 
than three months unless they are or become a Member of Congress. 
 
The office of Deputy Chairman must remain constant, as does the office of Internal Affairs, or 
otherwise named, as they who occupies the office of Chairman, occupies also the office of Internal 
Affairs, or otherwise named 
 
24. Until the Congress otherwise provides, the appointment and removal of all other officers of the 
Executive Government of the Republic shall be vested in the Chairman, unless the appointment is 
delegated by the Chairman or by a law of the Republic to some other authority. 
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25. The command in chief of the naval and military forces of the Republic is vested in the Chairman 
or the Chairman’s nominated representative. 
 
26. The Chairman shall, in times of domestic unrest or invasion, have the unalienable right to declare 
a ‘State of Emergency’, where the Chairman shall have the power to carry out any ways and means 
necessary to protect the integrity, peoples, property, workings and sovereignty of A1. 
 
Such powers may also be extended to the military forces, by the discretion of the Chairman, and 
these powers shall only be limited to not impeding or disobeying the orders of the Chairman, being 
the Commander in Chief of the Armed Forces, and to overthrowing, impeding or otherwise harming 
the Chairman, or any directives or actions carried out the by Chairman. 
 
The Chairman shall also have the right to declare emergency elections at a time of their choosing, if 
necessary to restore order to the Republic. 

Chapter 3 – The Judiciary 
27. The judicial power of the Republic shall be vested in a Federal Supreme Court, to be 
called the High Court of A1, and in such other federal courts as the Congress creates, and in 
such other courts as it invests with federal jurisdiction. The High Court shall consist of a 
Chief Justice, and two other Justices, as the Chairman prescribes. 
 
28. The Justices of the High Court and of the other courts created by the Congress 
 
(i.) Shall be appointed by the Chairman:  
 
(ii.) Shall not be removed except by the Chairman, on an address from, praying for such 
removal on the ground of proved misbehaviour or incapacity:  
 
(iii.) Shall receive such remuneration as the Congress may fix; but the remuneration shall not 
be diminished during their continuance in office. 
 
A Justice of the High Court or of a court created by the Congress may resign their office by 
writing under his hand delivered to the Chairman. 
 
A reference in this section to the appointment of a Justice of the High Court, or of a court 
created by the Congress, shall be read as including a reference to the appointment of a 
person who holds office as a Justice of the High Court, or of a court created by the Congress, 
to another office of Justice of the same court having a different status or designation. 
 
29. The High Court shall have jurisdiction, with such exceptions and subject to such 
regulations as the Congress prescribes, to hear and determine appeals from all judgments, 
decrees, orders, and sentences 
 
(i.) Of any Justice or Justices exercising the original jurisdiction of the 
High Court: 
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(ii.) Of any other federal court, or court exercising federal jurisdiction; or of the Supreme 
Court, or of any other court from which at the establishment of the Republic an appeal lies 
to the Chairman:  
 
The judgment of the High Court in all such cases shall be final and conclusive 
 
But no exception or regulation prescribed by the Congress shall prevent the High Court from 
hearing and determining any appeal from the Supreme Court in any matter in which at the 
establishment of the Republic an appeal lies from such Supreme Court to the Chairman in. 
 
Until the Congress otherwise provides, the conditions of and restrictions on appeals to the 
Chairman from the Supreme Courts shall be applicable to appeals from them to the High 
Court. 
 
30. In all matters 
 
(i.) Arising under any treaty: 
 
(ii.) Affecting consuls or other representatives of other countries: 
 
(iii.) In which the Republic, or a person suing or being sued on behalf of 
the Republic, is a party: 
 
(iv.) Between Protectorates, or between residents of different Protectorates, or between a 
Protectorate and a resident of another Protectorate: 
 
(v.) In which a writ of Mandamus or prohibition or an injunction is sought against an officer 
of the Republic: 
 
(vi.) In which high treason is involved 
 
The High Court shall have original jurisdiction. 
 
31. The Congress may make laws conferring original jurisdiction on the High Court in any 
matter 
 
(i.) Arising under this Constitution, or involving its interpretation:  
 
(ii.) Arising under any laws made by the Congress:  
 
(iii.) Of Admiralty and maritime jurisdiction:  
 
(iv.) Relating to the same subject-matter claimed under the laws of different Protectorates. 
 
32. With respect to any of the matters mentioned in the last two sections, the Congress may 
make laws defining the jurisdiction of any federal court other than the High Court. 
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33. No appeal shall be permitted to the Chairman from a decision of the High Court upon 
any question, howsoever arising, as to the limits inter se of the Constitutional powers of the 
Republic, unless the High Court shall certify that the Question is one which ought to be 
determined by The Chairman. 
 
The High Court may so certify if satisfied that for any special reason the certificate should be 
granted, and thereupon an appeal shall lie to the Chairman on the question without further 
leave. 
 
Except as provided in this section, this Constitution shall not impair any right which the 
Chairman may be pleased to exercise to grant special leave of appeal from the High Court to 
the Chairman.  

Chapter 4 – Finance and Trade 
 

34. No money shall be drawn from the Treasury of the Republic except under appropriation 
made by law; except at the explicit written discretion of the Chairman 
 
35. All real estate property in the Republic is owned and administered by the Executive 
Government, unless otherwise indicated by the Ministry of Interior or equivalent 
 
36. Uniform duties of customs shall be imposed within two years after the establishment of 
the Republic 
 
37. On the imposition of uniform duties of customs, trade, commerce, and intercourse 
among the Protectorate, whether by means of internal carriage or ocean navigation, shall 
be absolutely free. 
 
38. During a period of one year after the establishment of the Republic and thereafter until 
the Executive Government otherwise provides, the Executive Government may grant 
financial assistance to any Protectorate on such terms and conditions as the Executive 
Government thinks fit. 
 
39. The Republic shall not, by any law or regulation of trade, commerce, or revenue, give 
preference to one Protectorate or any part thereof over another Protectorate or any part 
thereof. 

Chapter 5 – The Protectorates 
40. Each Protectorate shall have a Governor as the head of government and state in that 
Protectorate, appointed by the Federal Executive Government of the Republic 
 
41. A Governor of Protectorate shall not be also a member of the ministry of the Federal 
Executive Government of the Republic 
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42. The provisions of this Constitution relating to the Governor of a Protectorate extend and 
apply to the Governor for the time being of the Protectorate, or other chief executive officer 
or administrator of the government of the Protectorate. 
 
43. A Protectorate shall not, without the consent of the Congress of the Republic, raise or 
maintain any separate military force 
 
44. A subject of the Chairman, resident in any Protectorate, shall not be subject to any other 
Protectorate to any disability or discrimination which would not be equally applicable to 
them if they were a subject of the Chairman resident in such other Protectorate. 
 
45. The Republic shall protect every Protectorate against the invasion and, on the 
application of the Governor of the Protectorate, against domestic violence. 

Chapter 6 - New Protectorates 
46. The Executive Government of the Republic may admit to the Republic or establish new 
Protectorates, and may upon such admission or establishment make or impose such terms 
and conditions as they see fit 
 
47. Each existing Protectorate shall have a ‘Region of Administration’, where the 
Protectorate’s authority extends to in the event of the acquisition of a new Protectorate 
that is not an unreasonable distance from an existing Protectorate. 
 
This distance and status of new territory shall be determined by the Federal Executive 
Government of the Republic in each case of the acquisition of new territory 
 
The ‘Region of Administration’ shall not have any separate government, judicial system, 
military or legislative body other than that of the nominated Protectorate, if applicable 
 
48. A new Protectorate may be formed by separation of territory from a Protectorate, but 
only with the consent of the Governor thereof, and a new Protectorate may be formed by 
the union of two or more Protectorates or parts of Protectorates, but only with the consent 
of the Governors of the Protectorates affected. 

Chapter 7 – Miscellaneous 
49. The seat of Government of the Republic shall be determined by the Congress, and shall 
be within territory which shall have been granted to or acquired by the Republic, and shall 
be vested in and belong to the Republic 
 
50. The Chairman may appoint any person to be their nominated representative within any 
part of the Republic, and in that capacity to exercise during the pleasure of the Chairman as 
they think fit to assign to such deputy, subject to any limitations expressed or directions 
given by the Chairman; but the appointment of such deputy shall not affect the exercise by 
the Chairman themselves of any power or function.

Chapter 8 – Alteration of the Constitution 
51. This Constitution shall not be altered except in the following manner: 
 
The proposed law for the alteration thereof must be passed by an absolute majority of the 
Congress, and not less than two nor more than six months after its passage the proposed 
law shall be submitted in each Protectorate to the electors qualified to vote. 
 
When a proposed law is submitted to the electors the vote shall be taken in such manner as 
the Congress prescribes.  
 
And if in a majority of the Protectorates a majority of the electors voting approve the 
proposed law, and if a majority of all the electors voting also approve the proposed law, it 
shall be presented to the Chairman for the Chairman’s assent. 
 
The Chairman reserves the right to refuse their signature to the law, in which case the law is 
failed

I, A.B., do swear that I will be faithful and bear true allegiance to His Gloriousness Chairman Fish, 
heirs and successors according to law. 

AFFIRMATION  
I, A.B., do solemnly and sincerely affirm and declare that I will be faithful and bear true allegiance to 
His Gloriousness Chairman Fish, heirs and successors according to law. 
 
(NOTE - The name of the Chairman of A1 for the time being is to be substituted from time to time.) 
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
